

SPEECH BY QUIM BOIX AND CONCLUSIONS

ATHENS 13-2-18

MEETING TO CALL THE SECOND CONGRESS of TUI from P&R of the WFTU

Comrades.

I have sent this speech to all the comrades summoned.

I have done it, a few days before the meeting, considering the difficulties of some to be present for various reasons, to which I will refer later.

I hope that those present at the meeting, as well as those who are necessarily absent, will contribute their opinions to help enrich the debate and to arrive at the conclusions we adopt.

This has already been done by Comrade José Mª Lucas, Secretary of Finance of our TUI, who has not been able to travel for a medical test that he had been waiting for for a year (and which the Spanish Public Health Department has not agreed to postpone to a close date). they delayed another year). The contributions of Comrade Lucas are already translated into the 4 languages ​​(Greek, Spanish, English and French) foreseen for the meeting, and accompany this PROJECT of my intervention.

Comrades who can not be in Athens on 13-2-18 should send their opinions and contributions before 8-2-18 to have time to translate them, or deliver them later on 12-2-18 if they send them in Greek, English, French and Spanish.

They can also contribute their ideas and opinions beforehand, if they wish, those who will be present in the meeting.

Comrades.

This meeting is very important because in it we reflect collectively from the experience of 4 years since the First Congress (Barcelona, from 4 to 6 February 2014).

Actually, it is almost the first congressional reflection, and I believe that in this aspect Comrade Lucas is right in the way of focusing his contribution.

With the conclusions we draw today, from the thoughts of all, we will work during this year until the Second Congress.

Comrades.

I take it for granted that we have a general agreement regarding the analysis of the political-economic-union reality in which we live on Planet Earth today. The agreements of the 17th Congress of the WFTU (Durban, October 2016) serve as a reference. In short, we are battling against a capital-imperialism that knows that it is in a systemic and structural crisis (recognized a few days ago in Davos by the greatest enemies of the world working class). Therefore, and because of the fear that the big bourgeoisie has that capitalism disappears and socialism is implanted in the whole planet (which is what will end up happening sooner rather than later), even some of the richest people in the world ask that money be dedicated to social services (citing pensions among the most urgent issues).

It was a success of the delegation of Spain in the 16th Congress of the WFTU (Athens, April 2011) to propose the creation of a TUI of P&R in the WFTU.

We must also thank George Mavrikos for incorporating the previous proposal to the conclusions of the 16th Congress (after having listened to the opinions of the JPs attending the said Congress).

We managed to make the First Congress of our TUI with the participation of a hundred delegates from the 5 continents, and we elected some management teams with a total of 24 members.

Then we have successfully made 5 Regional Conferences: that of America in Quito, Ecuador, on 30-9-15; that of Europe in Denmark on 20-7-16; the one in Africa in Dakar, Senegal, on 16-11-16; that of Asia in Nepal on 3-12-16; and that of the Arab Countries, in Tunis, on October 26, 17-17.

Thanks to them, we have a leading team in each of these continents or regions.

All done with very few economic resources, given that even the vast majority of organizations participating in the TUI have not contributed their annual share (they have only paid at least one quota, 9 organizations: 7 in Europe, one in America, and one of Asia). Later I will return on this subject.

Given that our struggle is global, against the decisions of the IMF applied by all capitalist governments, we have needed and need to confront them by practicing proletarian internationalism. We were able to hold two first World Wrestling Days, around October 1, 2,016 and 2,017, with the best result in the second round. We have already sent the balance of both Days and it is not appropriate here to repeat it and to extend ourselves in it.

In today's meeting, in addition to Convoke the Second Congress, we will also convene the Third World Day of Struggle of the P & R, around October 1, 2018, and we will also set the orientation date, within the month of May of 2,018, so that each regional organization of our TUI may convene a Regional Fighting Day, with the specific demands adapted to its reality. PAME comrades are asked to prepare the materials for the Third International Wrestling Day around 1st October (this year focused on Health issues), so that both the leaflet and the poster are already available in different languages on May, 15th .
It will also correspond to place the union work to be carried out by the current management team in this year prior to the Second Congress.

We must also appreciate very positively that the existence of organizations of P & J has increased, with class criteria (whether or not trade unions, given the different history of struggle and legality of each country). That is why we welcome the Congress held in May 2,017 in Rome by the unions of the USB (affiliated to the WFTU). In addition, new organizations of P&R have been created in many countries, the last (at the moment) have been in Peru and Algeria.

In addition, organizations of P & R that took years (before we created our TUI) existing and fighting in defence of the right demands of the P & R, have made contact with the TUI of the WFTU and have been affiliated with it or are discussing internally the convenience of doing it, as is the case of the COBAP of Brazil that has more than 1 million 100 thousand affiliates.

On the other hand, we have supported all the fair struggles of the P&R in many countries of the 5 continents, such as those of Argentina (every Wednesday for 25 years), of Chile against the AFPs (Private Pensions created by Pinochet with the support from the ICFTU, today CSI), from Greece, from Spain, from Portugal, from France, etc.

We have visited, as TUI of P&R of the WFTU, organizations of P&R, as it is the case of Portugal, France and the Spanish state.

We have supported documentarily (and with presential gestures) the legal claims, before different governments, of the PYPs that were quoted to be entitled to a pension in one country and now reside in another (the fishermen are the most affected, but there are in all sectors of production and services).

We have sent messages of solidarity to various struggles of active workers to demonstrate that the working class is an indivisible whole in which the support of the P & J must reach the active workers and vice versa.

We have gone to the bureaucratic annual meetings of the ILO, so that our demands are known there, which we demand from the capitalist governments and businessmen from all over the world, and also so that they know our denunciation of the Social Pacts, between the aforementioned governments and entrepreneurs, signed by the yellow unions. Agreements have delayed retirement age in several countries, have substantially reduced what was collected as a pension and have only given benefits to the employers and the yellow unions when they manage the Private Pension Funds.

I do not copy here any of the documents we have used, in all the above, but I summarize the fundamental of our demands: "LONG LIFE WITH DIGNITY FOR THE P&R", that is life with: 1) drinking water at home; 2) sufficient healthy food; 3) habitable housing; 4) Health, Culture, Leisure and public transport, free and quality; 5) Right to collect the pension in any country on the planet; and 6) Contribution of the state for Social Security, including the Pension, for any person of working age to which the capitalist state is not able to give a correct job.

We could say, from the above, that, for the youth of our organization, everything has been success, but we would be deceived.

Our main mistake or rather, difficulty, which we must overcome, has been not to work collectively, not giving enough importance to the internationalist struggle of the P & R, not to worry beyond the struggles in each of our countries. Therefore, among other reasons, there have been no contributions to our TUI, except for the 9 exceptions mentioned.

None of the Secretariats created in the First Congress, except Finance, has acted. Neither work plans (there was one of Organization that was left in project), nor documents, nor contacts of other realities beyond the own country where the responsible person resides.

It is also true that the comrades who, exercising their responsibility, have asked for answers to the organizations that, country by country, form part of our TUI, have only obtained silence as answers. The Ministry of Finance has repeatedly complained about this.

Neither of the two Commissions that we created in the First Congress have worked, neither the Technique and Research, nor the Control of Finance. Not even their respective members have established contact with each other, and the two comrades who direct them have not proposed a collective Work Plan for each of them. Only the Technical and Research Commission has drafted a guidance document of their work, which has not managed to materialize in results. The Finance Control Commission sent a document that has not had continuity.

I do not think we should entertain ourselves in listening to the motivations, or excuses, that surely lie behind each comrade who assumed responsibilities and then did not execute them.

Our limited time, in today's meeting, must be devoted to planning the best way to correct this negative reality.

And for this the fundamental thing is to assume the importance of our union work of class with the P & R of the 5 continents, always based on the general orientations of the WFTU.

Our enemy, imperialist capitalism, has taken note of our existence. The clear example of this is, not only in the aforementioned as said by one of the richest people on the planet (which, to delay the arrival of socialism, proposes to distribute more crumbs of the stolen with the exploitation of man by man) , if not that it is also in "the tug of the ears" (the warning) that the world employers have done to their lackeys, the leaders of the yellow unionism.

Until the creation of our TUI there was only, at the international level, a European organization of trade unions of P&R. There was no existing, at the moment, a global organization, promoted by the yellow unions. That is why our TUI will continue this year (in June of 2018) being, for the fourth time in the centennial history of the ILO, the only voice of the P & R around the world in the Annual Conference (it will be nº 107, the next month of June) of the ILO. I propose that once again I be the one to attend this event and take the floor before the Plenary. If you agree, I will send you, like all previous years, my 5-minute speech a few days before so that it reflects what we all consider that we should say as TUI of P&R before the ILO:

The ITUC has never fought for the defense of pensions or pensioners. Pensioners did not enter the list of yellow union concerns. For this reason, a few years ago, the representative of the ITUC for all of Africa, and also delegate of the ILO, in Dakar, Mrs. Fatima, in a trade union seminar in which she intervened with me, said publicly (with all cheekiness and impudence) that pensions were not necessary in Africa, that inter-family solidarity was the best solution for old age. With this argument base it is logical that the ITUC does not organize the P & R in Africa.

Nor does it organize them, in practice, on the other non-European continents. And at the European level, its meetings are more luxury tourism, veteran trade union leaders, than the preparation of union battles. In reality, never, the yellow unions have called for any struggle of the pensioners, neither at a European level nor at a world level.

But the capitalist leaders are alarmed by the growing organization of the P & J in class organizations, and our increasingly frequent outings protesting (for example, in Chile, several times more than one million people, in Greece many times dozens of thousands, as in Spain and France). The bourgeoisie is also concerned to see how our organizational activity grows, as TUI of P&R of the WFTU, country by country. And more that will grow with our Second World Congress, which will be a great democratic Congress and open to all organizations of P & R with class positions. So we will continue on the path of extension of our TUI.

Let's not forget that pensioners are almost 20% of the world population and almost 30% of the people with the right to vote, although this one (while we do not improve our activity as TUI) is lost by going to political organizations that do not fight against capitalism. We will have to influence so that the vote of the P & R goes to formations that impel the step to socialist societies, in which the exploitation of the man by the man is prohibited.

The bourgeois leaders have demanded the action of the yellow trade unionism, so that they do what they are told by those who finance it: deceive the working class. Always cheat more what seems to be your own side.

But they have taken the leaders of union reformism at a time when what they planned was the opposite, undoing the P&R organizations wherever they existed. For example, the case of Spain, where CCOO (as before UGT) decided in its last Congress to dissolve the Federation of P&R to reincorporate them to the branches of production or services from which they came. At the same time they reduced the operating costs of their bureaucratized structures.

Given this pressure from the capitalist leaders on the yellow trade unionism, modest demands (very limited and confusing, as befits union reformism) and actions (almost union theater) have begun to appear to be promoted by the trade union yellows.

But what can be claimed against a measure of the corresponding government, if what the capitalist government is applying has previously been signed by the Union? That happens to the yellow unions in many countries, as it is the case in Spain, where CCOO and UGT in January of 2011 signed with the Social Democracy (that then governed) the delay of the age of retirement and the diminution of the received pension. The same can be said of the performance of union syndicalism in Greece, in France, etc.

And evidently the leaders of the yellow trade unionism will not publicly make a self-criticism (that would only be credible if they were transformed into class unions, something impossible today) recognizing that they have been the ones that have helped the setbacks of the conquests of the working class. . We have to explain that, and very clearly, the class unions. Only we can and we must explain it.

We must remember that the right to life annuities from 60 years or less, able to allow a decent life (according to the 6 points mentioned above), ripped out the working class with many struggles, was now consolidated 100 years ago with the October Revolution of the Bolsheviks, and it spread throughout Europe and the other continents, thanks to the creation of the WFTU in 1945 and the struggles that it promoted as such.

First of all we have reasons and reasons, more realities, that allow us to be optimistic about the future of our TUI, if we work, if we leave behind the stage in which only the General Secretariat and the Presidency of the TUI have worked as a collective.

It must also be relegated to exceptionality (only understandable because it corresponds to the stage of setting up a new union structure, as is our TUI), which of 37 trips by our General Secretary, 30 (including attending this meeting in Athens) has been paid by him, with the help of his companion (in total, Sec. Gral and his partner, have paid more than € 7,000 corresponding to 20 trips that are included in the list distributed to those attending the meeting , plus € difficult to break down of 4 trips by private car to Geneva and 3 trips, which were tour packages, in which the Secretary General and his companion have toured the corresponding country, since the trip had been paid for plane: Cuba, Vietnam and Tunisia). The financial data, closed on December 31, 17-17, that will be contributed to the meeting, prove it.

Continuing with the finance issues, it is not correct that of the income after the First Congress (financed with € 13,000 almost entirely by the P & R CSU of the Spanish state), almost half (exactly € 10,913.97) have been provided again the CSU of Spanish P&R, compared to € 12,556.00 contributed by the 8 remaining organizations that have paid their quotas (none, apart from the CSU of P&R of the Spanish state, has paid the quotas for 4 years).

Step to detail the contributions: PAME (Greece) € 6,767.18; Jubiqué (Spain) € 2,100; PEO (Cyprus) € 1,500; BSNL (India) € 653.11; Trade Union Front of Class (France) € 400; AST (Spain) € 90; Labor Today (USA) € 35.71; a comrade from Croatia € 10; and the CSU of P&R (Spanish state) the € 10,913.97 cited.

As the Finance Secretary justly asks, Comrade Lucas, we must change this reality, and not only after the Second Congress, but also now to prepare that Congress.

Therefore, and in accordance with the proposal of our Secretary of Finance, today we must approve two campaigns:

1) Call all the organizations of our TUI to pay their dues (I would only accept the exclusion in it from the organizations that have financed the large meetings of our TUI, I mean the unions of Ecuador, Senegal, Nepal, Brazil and Tunisia , since the meeting in Denmark was paid with contributions from all attendees, and the meetings in Athens have not diminished the contributions of PAME).

2) Start a specific campaign to collect money to finance and make our Second Congress possible.

I also propose that we approve to hold the Congress in an American city, on the first semester of 2.019.

You all know the proposal of the Convocation Letter of our Second Congress, which has already been widely disseminated (both to the 24 comrades of the world leadership of our TUI, and to the members of the management teams elected at the 5 Regional Conferences). We have only received approval messages for that text. That is why I propose that we approve it today.

I also propose that we make a poster that serves to publicize the Second Congress. Its design can be a reason and encouragement to look for designers that collaborate with our TUI in different countries. At the moment we have contacts, like TUI, with designers from Greece, Spain, Denmark and Colombia. I will listen to your proposals, including if it seems opportune or not to open a contest between designers that allows us to choose the best poster from a proposal, which could be: SECOND WORLD CONGRESS, TUI OF P & R of the WFTU, Bogotá and dates, plus the MOTTO OF THE CONGRESS.

As a proposal of LEMA I place, hoping that you do others: ORGANIZING THE P&R WORLDWIDE AGAINST THE MEASURES THAT CAPITALISM TAKES

It is agreed to open a period of two weeks to collect more proposals for the theme of the Congress.

I also propose that we approve the criteria to be able to participate in the Second Congress: One delegate (or maximum two, because if there is more each organization that proposes them, it will have to pay the supplementary cost) per P&R organization affiliated to our TUI and country (taking into account that some countries will have to invite more than one organization).

Guests only propose: 1) George Mavrikos, or who the Secretariat of the WFTU decides; 2) One representative from each of the other 9 TUIs of the WFTU (to help us pass their active worker affiliates to the P&R organizations when they finish working life; 3) Those from Colombia that decide (with information to the address of our TUI) the OCP that invites us to do the Congress; 4) A representative of each Regional Office of the WFTU, so that they know our work and help us to improve our organization in their respective territory; and 5) One for each class organization of P&R, not yet affiliated to our TUI of the WFTU, who wants to know better and participate in our work.

All the above I propose that it be CONCRETE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

I take this opportunity to say that the right thing to do would be that only the representatives of organizations that have formalized their registration to our TUI have the right to be delegates (subject not specified by the absence of work of the Organization Secretariat) and would have paid the fees established in the Statutes approved at the First Congress.

But if we apply this strictly, we will be few delegates and most of the attendees would be invited to the Second Congress.

As other conclusions of this meeting I propose:

a) Ask each member of the world management of our TUI for a balance of their work for our TUI, from the First Congress. DONE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

b) Ask for a text that summarizes the CV (Curriculum Vitae) union (and fighter) of each member of the global and regional directions. DONE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

c) Ask the two Presidents of the two Commissions created in the First Congress to prepare a report to the Second Congress that should focus on a Work Plan for each of them that we will submit to debate and approval of the Second Congress. DONE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

d) Ask the comrades of PAME to write and design one more year, more poster, of the call for the Third World Day of Fight of the PJ around October 1, 2.018. DONE BY 15-5-18.

e) Ask each organization of our TUI to make a written statement of their reality and struggles. MADE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS. The comrades who coordinate each continent should obtain these balance sheets, as well as the names of the delegates proposed to attend the Second Congress.

f) Ask the organizations, affiliates or friends of our TUI, to complete the Surveys (of the reality of pensions in each country) on our website. MADE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

g) Design a worldwide dissemination campaign for the realization of our Second Congress. CONCRETE SIX MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

h) Draft the Operating Regulations of the Second Congress. MADE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS.

i) Ask the comrades who coordinate the work of our TUI to dedicate the year that remains before the Second Congress to visit the countries of their Region that can and complete the data of the list that is attached at the end of this text. As not all countries will be visited (due to lack of economic resources) I propose that the rest of the data be collected by electronic exchange.

j) Start a campaign to use the video conferences, to supply the trips. This is what the Presidency and the General Secretariat are doing (providing us with the help of the necessary interpreters).

k) Specify the invitations received as the direction of the TUI of P&R, to visit the Democratic People's Republic of Korea (the proposed delegation is of comrades Koumpouris, Lucas and Boix), and Russia (comrade Koumpouris will go), to know the reality of the P&R in these countries and help their incorporation to the tasks of our TUI of the WFTU.

l) Start of the list of regular publications of the organizations of P&R, such as the Bulletin of the comrades P&R of the CGT of Chemistry of France, to collectively learn from these experiences (it would be a task of the Secretary of Propaganda, but, as he resigned the comrade elected at the First Congress, we must do it together, UNTIL THE SECOND Congress chooses the new leader).

m) Prepare a specific campaign to end the gender discrimination suffered by women in the pensions issue. Campaign that must approve the Second Congress.

n) Prepare another special campaign aimed at raising the awareness of active workers, or unemployed, regarding the need to worry, from the first day of being salaried workers, of their rights at the moment of accessing retirement. The Second Congress must also approve it based on the important experiences that we already have in France and other countries.

o) Get more translators among the basic languages ​​for our exchanges: English, French, Spanish, Arabic, and Greek.

p) Expand the languages ​​of our website, with comrades who assume responsibility for the part of the web in each of the now used 12 languages.

q) Extend to more languages ​​the key documents that popularize our union work, as we have done with the New Year's greeting that has been distributed in 20 languages. For example, we will do this (to extend the propaganda of the preparation of the Congress) with the poster that announces our Second Congress.

r) Elaborate the criteria for the election of the members of the management groups that the Second Congress will elect. MADE TWO MONTHS BEFORE THE CONGRESS (at the proposal of the General Secretariat and based on the first reflection at the end of this document)

s) Campaign, agreed with the Secretariat of the WFTU and the Youth Secretariat, to demand that the capitalist states pay the Social Security contributions (including pensions) of all the people who are looking for work and that the state (which is the person responsible for organizing the company) is not able to provide it.

t) Prepare a global campaign, in agreement with the Secretariat of the WFTU, to serve to claim equal rights between men and women in all matters of pensions. Women's organizations of the WFTU will be able to help her.

u) We will write a reminder that, if anyone attending the Second Congress wishes to make a gift to others, they should look for something that they can give to the 100 people who are expected (we will not accept gifts only for comrades with greater responsibilities).

v) Give, with number 14 already distributed, by the end of the publication of the summaries called COMMUNICATION sent by the Secretary General, considering that they have already fulfilled their task.

w) Confirm as comrades of our TUI in the territories the comrades who are already exercising this function. To guide their work, the criteria listed as an annex to this intervention are approved.

x) Use Skype more frequently as a free program that allows video conferences and saves money on trips.

y) To send the Presidential Council of the WFTU (given that at the 2,018 TUI meeting we have not been invited) a letter asking for your help for the success of our Second Congress.

z) Set as the next meeting of all the 24 leaders of our TUI elected in the First Congress, the day before the Second Congress in the same city in which it will take place.

Finally, comrades, we should approve that the official languages ​​of our Congress will be the same as in the First Congress, which is, Spanish, English and French, with the addition of Greek from the help, for that, of the comrades of the PAME

I want to end by justifying the absences of several comrades summoned for this meeting, in addition to José Mª Lucas, of whom I have already justified his absence before:

1) Comrade Mostapha Brouziyine, from Morocco, that we chose as coordinator of our TUI for Africa, for which I ask for a minute of silence given that he died last 1-1-18 of a fulminating cancer. He was active until the Conference of Arab Countries, of our TUI. In the task of Coordination in Africa, they are replaced by comrades Lazare Kimankata, of the CTP (Democratic Republic of Congo), who elected Vice President for Africa in our First Congress, and Comrade Camara Mamadi of the Republic of Guinea.

2) Comrade Tony Donaghey, from Great Britain, who we chose as Coordinator for Europe, and who communicated to us his personal difficulties that arose when he had already informed us of his arrival time in Athens for this meeting.

3) Comrade Mohan Bahadur, of Nepal, elected Coordinator for Asia, having passed through a major heart operation recently, has warned of his difficulties, which he will try to overcome.

4) The comrades who will coordinate the work of our TUI in the Arab Countries, for not having been able to start their tasks, given the close date of the corresponding Conference.

Now I hope, comrades, your opinions and contributions.

The contributions were enriching the text of the initial intervention that was sent to all the leaders of the TUI.

The contributions of George Mavrikos, Secretary General of the WFTU, with which we met on 12-2-18, which are summarized in congratulating the work done by the union veterans of our TUI, to compromise the help of the management of the WFTU for the success of the Congress in a country of America, and to encourage the Second Congress to be a step forward and ambitious in extending our work by emphasizing its open and democratic nature. He recommended to prepare well the documents that will serve for the debate in the whole congress process, that clarify the grades of the class struggle and the role of the yellow unionism. Finally, he insisted on the need to expand the right to collect a public retirement pension that today does not yet exist in too many places.

The members of the management of the TUI, valued the work done, thanked the full report presented, provided their own experiences of struggle, and, in addition to assessing the much work done by the Secretary General, reaffirmed the need to analyze the reality of capitalism to denounce it with more arguments and fight for its destruction and disappearance, a necessary and essential condition for human beings to live longer and in better conditions of life. Today it is the IMF that most attacks the historical gains of the working class, including public pensions.

The need to elaborate lists of demands adapted to each territorial and country reality was stressed. For this, the Regional Wrestling Days will be very useful next spring.

We all accept that we have to improve the management teams, so we will draft and send a document with the basic criteria to take this step when choosing the new leaders of our TUI.

We also accept to celebrate the annual actions around the 1st of October linked to the actions, also annual to celebrate the anniversary of the WFTU (October 3).

We reaffirm our willingness to be an active part of the WFTU and to help the latter to its extension and development.

Finally, we all welcome the contributions received from the absent comrades, we wish the improvement of health of those who for this reason could not attend and we dedicate a heartfelt tribute to comrade Mostapha Brouziyine of Morocco (who coordinated our work in Africa) deceased on 1- 1-18.

LIST OF TASKS TO GUIDE THE WORK OF THE COORDINATORS OF OUR TUI

It is about helping the success of the work meeting that we are going to do in Athens on February 13, 2018, invited by the PJP of PAME, to prepare the Second Congress of our TUI.

There we will discuss this proposal of:

Objectives of the Second Congress from having fulfilled the fundamental objective set out in the First Congress (to create the entire structure of the TUI of P&R): 1) Increase the awareness that the P & R struggle is global (against capitalism and its management center, the IMF, which wants to privatize pensions, to manage this money -which is greater than that managed by the banks-, and to suppress this solidary right, transforming it into an unsupportive and individual privilege). 2) Succeed in defining the proposals that facilitate a joint regional and global struggle. 3) To ensure that the members of the elected leadership in the 2nd Congress assume their global responsibility as the principal of their union responsibilities, and dedicate their capacities and time fully to this. 4) Provide ourselves with economic means that allow us to act as TUI.

To help the success of the meeting, I propose that each coordinator contact the countries of their territorial area and collect, during the month of January 2018, the following information (even if only in one language) from the organizations with criteria of class (anti-capitalist and anti-imperialist), be they trade unions or associations of P&R:

1) Name of the organizations of P&R existing in each country

2) List of the previous ones that are affiliated to the WFTU

3) List of previous ones that are or can be friends of the WFTU

4) Approximate number of affiliates of each organization

5) List of activities developed by each organization of the previous ones

6) List of the main claims that claim for the P & R of your country

7) Name and email address of the main leaders of each organization

8) List of existing class unions in each country, whether or not they are affiliated with the WFTU

The information collected will be sent to the General Secretariat of our TUI, when it is available.
